Installation with fixing system: 

a) Installation with nora Quickfix-System (dry adhesive, removable):

The floorcovering is fixed on the surface only selectively with adhesive squares in each corner and at the edge with adhesive tape according to the installation recommendations of nora systems GmbH. 

The floorcovering may neither be bonded nor fixed across the entire area in order to guarantee its removability. 

b) Installation with a slip resistant and tackifying dispersion (removable): 
Application of a suitable slip-resistant and tackifying dispersion such as e.g. UZIN U 1000 and Thomsit T 425. 

Important: In case of raised-access floors, no dispersion should penetrate the joints of the elements. If required, mask the joint area. 

Position the tiles and rub on or roll on.
Please observe the specifications of the floorcovering and adhesive manufacturer.

c) Installation with nora Quickfix Permanent Tape
    (dry adhesive, not removable):

Affix nora Quickfix-Permanent adhesive Tape on the subfloor along permanent fixtures, walls, doorways and rub on.
On the back and alongside the borders of each tile the extreme-bonding nora Quickfix Permanent-Tape is already applied factory-applied.
Remove the release paper of all 4 adhesive strips along the tile and install with 2 persons. Only remove the release paper of the edge tiles after cutting at the walls and connecting areas.

Preparation of the subfloor 

The subfloor must be permanently dry, free of cracks, level, pressure resistant and guarantee tensile strength and may not contain any dust or other separating substances such as paints, waxes, oils etc.

Optional item:

Suitable and film-forming primers such as Planus (Uzin Utz AG) and Thomsit R 766 (HenkelBautechnik) must be rolled on with a lambskin roller on absorbent subfloors such as e.g. chipboards, screeds etc. Please observe manufacturer’s specifications and drying times. 
Attention: In case of raised-access floors, no primer should penetrate the joints of the elements. If required, mask the joint area.
